Targeted gesture teaching and review

Gesture and the whole class says together the following words in
italics (with the exception of the new gestured vocabulary which you
gesture and say):

This way you can
practice a/as and aussi also! Work with j'ai/tu/ as as well.
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Some sandwiching occurs

in this activity with alors and mais.
These essential words need addi-
tional support of this type and need
repeated integration into speech for
acquisition.

Pick and choose vocabulary
from this lesson as needed! Re-
member, Activity # 19 must last ten
minutes maximum!
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Oral review

Try to gesture only (don’t say) as many words as possible!

Remember, if you still need to provide support for some words,

begin by pausing very slightly after you gesture and before you give
the word, to allow the students a chance to show you that they can
identify your gesture. Try only initial sound cueing or silent cueing,
and if the students can produce the word correctly, then your vocal
support is not necessary.

Kinesthetic review
